PTA Update

Thank you to anyone who came and supported the PTA at the Bands Night and the uniform sale over the
last week, either by helping or buying something! We made a good amount of money at the latter, nearly
£800, most of which was for second hand uniform as opposed to new sports kit sales, and therefore goes
straight back to the school. The Carol Service collection in December brought in another £550 and the San-
ta Run and Christmas jumper donations raised £1696 which is restricted for Mental Health and Well-being
provision. The generosity of our parent community is simply amazing! Later in the year we hope to organise
another Quiz Night. Details of regular ways to donate can be found on the school website.

We also thought you would be interested to know that some of the funds recently received went on two grant
awards for urgently needed equipment in the science department: £450 Digital microscope; and £850 Elec-
tron beam gun. Last year we were able to fund several new interactive screens for the Maths and English de-
partments. Without the PTA funds, the school would simply not have been able to afford these much need-
ed items for our children. The PTA has had no Chair/Deputy/Co-Chairs for nearly 2 years now and the

Treasurer is stepping down at the end of this academic year as his son left Beechen Cliff last July.

The PTA raises £15-20,000 per annum. with the involvement of a relatively small group of volunteers; imag-
ine what we could do with a larger group and all the Trustee posts filled? If there are any of you who would
be interested in helping out, in a non-formal capacity or by filling one of the trustee positions, please do let
us know. We’d especially like to have someone with accounting experience to be Treasurer. If we have a full
committee then the load on the Treasurer and other Trustees gets much easier, for example the Treasurer
duties would only be a couple of hours a month or so. Please give it some thought, it is a great way to stay in
touch with what’s happening at the school.

You are also welcome to join us for our next meeting on Tuesday 25th February at 6pm in the staffroom at
school.

We hope to see you then.

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Safer Internet Day 2025

This Safer Internet Day we talked to our pupils and students about how to spot, respond to and report all
types of scams online. Scams can take many forms and may target anyone, including young people. Use

these top tips to keep you and your loved ones safe online.

Enjoy going online together and talk regularly about your family’s online lives

Spend time online with your child to understand how they are using technology and talk together about the
good and the bad parts of being online. Talk about your own experiences and find other opportunities to
get the conversation started, like stories in the news. Make sure your child knows they can talk to you about

anything that they see or experience online.

Take online security measures seriously

The internet can be a tool used by criminals to target their victims, but a few simple steps can help keep you
and your accounts secure. Use strong and separate passwords for online accounts and set up two step
verification (2SV) where it’s available. You may also be able to set parental controls to prevent unwanted

online purchases and limit children’s access to harmful content.

Look out for warning signs that someone or something online cannot be trusted

“It just seems too good to be true!” - Other common signs of a scam include contact that you weren’t
expecting or being asked for money or personal information (think: bank or contact details, passwords, or
phone numbers). Scammers use other tactics to manipulate their victims into paying, like playing with
your emotions, or building a sense of urgency so you are rushed into making a decision. If you aren’t sure

it’s reliable, don’t risk it.

Remember that anyone can be a victim of a scam

Scammers are good at what they do and will target anyone. We all need to stay vigilant and support those
who are most vulnerable including children and the elderly by helping them recognise what to look out for.
If anyone in your family has been scammed, talk openly about it. There should be no shame in being victim

to a scam and it’s never your fault.

Know where to get help if something goes wrong

If you or someone you know has been the victim of a scam online, you’re not on your own. Help is available
and you are not to blame for what has happened. In England, Wales and Northern Ireland, you can report
fraud and cyber crime online to Action Fraud or by telephoning 0300 123 2040. In Scotland, report to
Police Scotland by calling 101. You may also be able to report via social media, if the scam has taken place

there or to another relevant organisation, like your bank, if you think your account is at risk.

Understanding Your Amazing Adolescent Brain

What’s Happening in Your Brain?

Your brain is developing in incredible ways during adolescence (roughly ages 10-25). It’s growing, changing, and
becoming more efficient to help you make decisions, manage emotions, and plan for the future. This process is
exciting and sometimes challenging, but understanding how your brain works can help you navigate it with
confidence!

Key Changes in the Adolescent Brain

The Prefrontal Cortex (The Thinking & Planning Centre) - This part of your brain, responsible for
decision-making, problem-solving, and self-control, is still developing. That’s why you might sometimes act on
impulse or find it tricky to make long-term plans.

g The Limbic System (The Emotion & Reward Centre) - This area develops earlier and is responsible for
emotions, motivation, and seeking rewards. It’s why you might experience strong emotions and feel drawn to
excitement and new experiences.

Neural Connections - Your brain is strengthening important connections through a process called synaptic
pruning. This means the connections you use the most get stronger, and the ones you don’t use fade away—like
trimming a tree to help it grow better!




How This Connects to Solution Focused Thinking
Solution focused thinking helps you use your brain’s strengths while navigating challenges. Here’s how:

Focus on What’s Working - Your brain is wired to learn from experiences. By paying attention to what’s going
well and what helps you succeed, you reinforce positive neural pathways.

Small Steps Create Big Change - Since your brain is still developing, every time you practice problem-solving,
self-control, and resilience, you strengthen those skills. Even small improvements can make a huge difference over
time!

Scaling Helps You See Progress - Your brain responds well to clear, measurable progress. Solution-focused
questions like “On a scale of 0 to 10, where are you now!” and “What makes you that number and not lower?”,

help you recognise growth and keep moving forward.

Future-Focused Thinking - The adolescent brain loves imagining possibilities. Solution focused thinking

encourages you to picture your best hopes and build on what’s already helping you get there.

Your Superpower: Your Growing Brain!

Even though your brain is still developing, that’s actually a superpower! It means you have an amazing ability to
adapt, learn, and create your future. By using solution focused thinking, you can shape your brain’s development

in a way that helps you feel more confident, hopeful, and in control of your journey.
